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HOW TO MAKE
A CHRISTMAS TREE FROM ALPHABET BLOCKS

A delightful Christmas keepsake for any child (big or small), the alphabet block Christmas tree is
easy to make, and can be completed in the space of an afternoon.

Materials Needed

• 46 (for 6-tier tree) or 64 (for 7-tier tree) colorful wooden alphabet
blocks

• Hot glue gun and a good supply of glue sticks
• Matte board, balsa wood or strong cardboard
• Variety of small toys and figurines
• Sprigs of plastic holly and evergreen
• Length of evergreen garland or tinsel
• Selection of small Christmas package decorations

Assembling the Tree

1. Create the first two tiers of the tree as follows: Tier 1 will consist of a single block
centered on and glued to the top of Tier 2. Make Tier 2 by positioning three blocks in a
circle and gluing them together at the points of contact. Allow plenty of time for the glue
to dry before attaching the single block to the top.

2. Make each additional tier as you did Tier 2, but add three additional blocks to each
round (i.e. Tier 3 = 6 blocks, Tier 4 = 9 blocks, Tier 5 = 12 blocks, and so on). When the
glue attaching Tier 3 has hardened well, glue the completed top section to Tier 3.
Continue in this manner until the form of the tree is completed.

3. Cut a circular piece of matte board, balsa wood or corrugated cardboard large enough to
serve as a base for the tree, about 3/4” to 1” larger in diameter than the bottom tier of the
tree. Glue the completed tree form to the base. Finish the base by painting or coloring it,
or by gluing a length of narrow garland or wide tinsel all the way around to cover the
edge of it.

4. Your tree will have a number of corners where the blocks meet. In these corners, glue an
assortment of toys, figurines and other interesting objects and embellish with tiny sprigs
of holly, evergreen or colorful package decorations.

Be prepared to make more than one, as they are extremely popular both as gifts and as Christmas
table centerpieces.
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
